II. Watershed related activities by City of San Diego: Elsa Saxod

BWAC members discussed the list provided and suggested the following comments and changes: 

· There is a lack of consejo de cuenca authority in the watershed
· Ecosystem functioning encompasses most of the resource areas

· Additional challenge: the lack of research in Mexico 

· More focus on natural capital needed

· Additional challenge: merging of urban centers 

· Additional goal: legislative protection for protected areas
· More focus on education and culture needed
· Addition concerns: Who? How? When? and how much it will cost?
